IOANNIS LAMPAKIS (1851-1916)

Toannis Lampakis was born in Athens in 1851, the eldest of four children born to Dimitris Lampakis
and Margarita Plati of Tinos.

Having completed his secondary education, he worked in his father’s pétisserie on the corner of Aiolou -
and Mitropoleos streets.

He first became interested in photography around 1870. In 1872, he collaborated with the
photographer E. Philippides, photographing Byzantine manuscripts and churches in the main;,

most probably for his brother Georgios.

In 1987, he exhibited photographs at the Third Olympia in Athens, where his “various portraits”
earned him a special mention.

Around 1880, he began his collaboration with the Margaritis & Konstantinou photographic studio
as an assistant. When he later became a partner, the firm changed its name to “Margaritis,

In 1890, Joannis Lampakis photographed the Carnival festivities which were then experiencing

a revival in Greece as the ‘Dionysia. His shots of the carnival floats and masked revellers capture
the high spirits and spontaneity of the crowd.

In 1892, he photographed the gymnastic and athletic games.

In 1896, he photographed the first International Olympic Games in Athens, and went on to publish
thé only album covered these games to have come to light thus far.

“The album presents his ground-breaking view of the games in 35 photographs which avoid the

usual portraits of athletes posing before or after their events in favour of a more holistic view of the
competition in progress (what we would today call photo reporting). His photograph of Neo Faliro,

where the regatta was to have been held, is indicative of this approach, given that the event had to be toet’

cancelled due to stormy seas.

He also contributed, in his capacity as a photographer, to the rebuilding of Daphne and Hosios Loukas
monasteries, along with his brothers:

Georgios Lampakis (1854-1914), Christian Archaeology Fellow at the University of Athens, founder
of the Christian Archaeological Society and the Byzantine and Christian Museum, Athens,

and secretary to Queen Olga; and

Emmanouil Lampakis (1859-1909), artist and icon painter, professor of drawing at the Athens School
of Fine Arts. -

In the Greco-Turkish war of 1897, Toannis Lampakis photographed Queen Olga nursing the wounded.
Various members of the younger generation of photographers are said to have studied under him, o
including I. Xythalis, I. Stergiakis, P. Kontos, Kandreviotis, E. Boukas, the celebrated doctor ﬁ
D. Dimitriadis and A. Gaziadis. i
In 1897, he married Sophia Papaioannou of Samos. The couple had four children: Georgios B
(1899-1982), Margarita (1901-1964), Nikolaos (1903-1988) and Emmanouil (1907-1995). 5
Ioannis Lambakis was ordained as a priest in 1901. He died in Athens in 1916.

Alkis X. Xanthakis ESFIAP

‘The staging of the first modern Olympic Games in Athens in 1896
attracted a host of journalistsand photographers, from home and abroad,
to the Greek capital, eager to cover this seminal sporting event. However,
a survey of the illustrative material that has survived in museum and private

collections reveals very little, save a few individual images, some
by professional photographs, others the work of talented amateurs
experimenting with the new medium,

One “complete and somewhat successful collection” of photographs of the 1896
Olympic Gamesthat has survived is the work of loannis Lampakis (1851-1916).
His hand-made album, which is now kept in the Lampakis Family Archive in the care of his

grandson, Ioannis E. Lampakis, includes a total of 35 photographs, each measuring 13x18 cm.
Instead of capturing the athletes in contrived poses before or after the events, the pioneering

(as he has often been described) photographer chose to take pictures of the events in progress
from the stands of the new Panathenaic stadium. With daring and confidence in his photographic
capabilities, Lampakis captured Spyros Louis and Charilaos Vasilakos as they ran the final metres

of the marathon, as well as the American Thomas Burke and the Australian Edwin Flak as they crossed
the finishing line first in the 100 and 1500 metres respectively. These early photographs, unique
examples of early Greek photoreportage, are supplemented by shots of the award ceremonies

and the events staged by the Municipality of Athens in the victors’honour.

‘The publication of the album on the occasion of the 2012 London Olympics is undoubtedly
a significant contribution to the study of the history of Greek photography, as well as being
a valuable visual account of the world’s most important sporting event.
